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Use a spirit level to mark the top line of the
brackets, Fig. 1. If you are mounting an
additional intermediate bracket, space it
evenly between the two outermost brackets.

Offer pole up to the window and centralise 
over window width to determine correct
pole length. Fig. 2. Remember to allow
sufficient length either side to accommodate
the curtains when opened and the finials
when fitted.  

If it is necessary to shorten the pole, use a
hacksaw to cut to the length required.
Where there are two poles cut equal
amounts off each pole.

2. Fitting wall brackets
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1. Position the wall brackets on the wall 
and mark the holes on the wall, Fig 4.

2. Drill 2mm Ø pilot hole if mounting on 
to a wooden batten.  If mounting 
directly on to a masonry or studded wall 
use the appropriate drill size (seek 
guidance from local builders store if 
unsure).

3. If mounting directly on to masonry or 
studded wall insert suitable wall plugs, 
Fig 5.

5. Attach the bracket to the wall bracket 
using the grub screw and Allen key 
supplied, Fig 7 & 8.
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6.  If you are using an alternative bracket  
to those shown, please see instruction  
leaflet accompanying the brackets.



If you require a longer length than 2.4m, 
you will need to purchase a Joiner and an 
additional pole.  Cut the poles to length as
shown under Heading 1.

Insert the joiner into one length, of the pole,
Fig. 12.

Push the second length onto the joiner until
the poles butt against each other, Fig. 13.
