Safety Recommendation

Always use a Step Ladder when working at heights.
DO NOT over reach. Always move the Step Ladder so that you are in a safe working position.
DO NOT hold or lean on the track to support your weight.
We recommend you use two people for installation of larger track.
Take care when using power tools, use of a Residual Current Device (RCD) is recommended.
Always use eye protection when drilling. Beware of hidden pipe runs and cables.

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Installing the Brackets

Wall fixing
1. Mark a line on the wall, 10cm over the top edge of the window.
(Fig.1)

2. Centre the track to the window and mark the position for the
end brackets no more than 7cm from the end of the track. (Fig.1)
Ensure that the track overhang is long enough to dress the
curtains. The track can be cut to size if required.

3. Mark the position of the remaining brackets by distributing them
evenly along the track.

4.  Drill holes and fit the correct plugs for masonry, or plasterboard walls.

Standard plugs and screws are supplied. If you are unsure whether the
supplied screws are suitable then consult your local DIY store.

Note: If you are fitting in a bay follow Fig. 4 for bracket positioning.

Ceiling fixing

1. Mark a line parallel to the wall where you wish to install the track.
We recommend the track to be installed at least 10cm from the
wall. (Fig.3)

2. Follow step 2 to 4 from the wall fixing section.

Cutting the rail

1. Measure and mark the required length of track.

Note: If you are joining two tracks, both tracks need to be the

same length.

2. Using a hacksaw carefully cut to length ensuring a straight edge
remains. (Fig.5)

3.  Remove all burrs using a file.

Joining the tracks (if required)

1. Using a D312W centre joiner (sold seperately) slide 4cm into
each end of the track. Ensuring the joiner is in the centre of the
installation. (Fig.6)

Assembly

1. Assemble levers into end stops as shown (Fig.7)

2.  Fit one end stop and position 2.5cm from the track end and lock
into position by rotating the lever through 90° until horizontal.
(Fig.8)

3.  Fit the glider over the end stop. (Fig.8)

4.  Add the remaining gliders from the other end.

5 Repeat step 2 and 3 at the other end of the track.

Installation

1. Starting at one end offer the rear channel of track to fixing
brackets leaving 7cm overhang (Fig.1 & 3).

2.  Fit the track to each bracket and lock the bracket by rotating the
lever through 90° until horizontal. (Fig.8)

3.  The track is now ready for curtains.
